India’s thermal coal imports
declined to a six-month low
in July 2024, reflecting the
seasonal weakness in power
demand as monsoon rains
lashed the country, bringing
down temperatures.

Growth in hydropower and
wind energy segments also
aided in lowering electricity
demand from thermal power
plants (TPPs).

According to energy intel-
ligence firm Kpler, India’s
seaborne thermal coal im-
ports fell, albeit marginally,
by 1 per cent on a monthl
basis last month to 13.57 mil-
lion tonnes (mt).

However, the in-bound
shipments were higher by 21
per cent y-o-y reflecting In-
dia’s growing industrial and
commercial base.
